1) PA Full-time Residents inquiring about the Borrowing Program will qualify for a free library card if they are:
· Over 18 years old
· Have a PA Driver’s license or PA Non-drivers ID
· Valid email address
· Names of two references and their email addresses
2) Receptionists and security guards should ask if those inquiring have the qualifications before they either send for the library staff or have those inquiring go to the library.
3) If those applying seem to have questionable qualifications, we can tell them that we will email them when their card has been processed and is ready for pick-up.
4) If the receptionist or security is not sure if the qualifications have been met or if they desire, they can call the library staff to the lobby.
5) Please reinforce that this is a book-borrowing, not a computer use program.
6) PA Resident Borrowers may use the two computers by the student copier for catalog searching. Library staff will monitor and help these patrons with their book searches. Perhaps the TUH Library staff can limit the search to the Harrisburg Library for them.
7) LIBRARY STAFF: Please make copies of the completed form and the borrowing policy for the new PA Resident Borrowers if they meet the qualifications. Please put the barcode # on the application form that Temple retains.
8) Please keep the papers, completed applications and cards confidential.
9) PA Resident Borrowers may not use the computers in the TUH Library for anything except book searches.
